And finally a vineyard update..

It has been a calm winter here weather wise and we have
begun our winter vineyard maintenance. One of the most
important activities in the vineyard (besides harvest) is win-
ter pruning. The prior year’'s canes are cut back to the spur.
Come springtime, new growth will develop from the buds on
the spur, which regulates the number and position of shoots
on the vine. By limiting the number of shoots, growth is con-
centrated leading to more flavorful and higher quality
grapes. Before we know it, spring will arrive, and bud break
will be here.
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
